English:  In English, we will be using the book, ‘The Witches’ by 
Roald Dahl, to inspire our writing.  We will be learning about 
lots of different persuasive techniques and having a go at apply-
ing them to our own pieces of writing. Our end goal is to be 
able to write a persuasive speech as if we are the Grand High 
Witch.  
 
Maths: In Maths, we will be studying our ‘Measurement’ units. 
We will focus on length, mass, volume and capacity. We will 
compare units of measurement and add and subtract different 
lengths and weights and capacities. We will finish our measure-
ment units looking at telling the time on an analogue and digi-
tal clock both in 12 and 24 hour time.
