English: This half term we will be looking at the wordless book 
‘Tuesday’. The children will use the pictures to tell a story and 
reinvent their own version. We will continue to develop our 
handwriting skills, focusing on letter size and develop spelling 
knowledge by beginning the ‘Bridge to Spelling’ unit.

The children will explore position 
and direction and be introduced to statistics through 
pictograms.
